1) THE LOADING SCREEN
This is the most common use. Usually in
mulicolour mode, a picture or logo is displayed
while loading. Of course, the easiest way to
produce a picture is on an art package like
Advanced Art Studio.

2) IN-GAME

If your game isn't going to scroll, you might
think about using bitmapped graphics. By storing
objects as characters, you can then copy them
to the bitmapped screen to display them. The
advantage is you can have massive objects; the
disadvantage is that it can be fairly slow.

However, if you've seen Lemmings or lots of
PD demos, you may have heard of BOBs. These
are Biittable Object Blocks, and in Lemming:.
